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Sisters Violet and Mildred Anderson practiced their piano lessons in the parlor of the
home of their parents, Adolph and Anna Anderson, at 605 East A Street, Iron Mountain,
early in the twentieth century. Adolph was an amateur photographer, developing his
glass plate negatives in the barn behind his home. Note the elaborate carved panels

on each side of the piano, the family photographs, figurines and vases atop the instru-
ment and the ornate kerosene 1ighting fixture over the parlor table in the adjoining
room.
